MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 9th JANUARY

Minutes of last meeting:- Agreed. 

Matters arising from those minutes:- The state of the bus shelter at the top of the village, Ronnie Tait is following this up. He said there is a similar issue with the bus shelters in Canonbie and Langholm. 
The meeting about charitable status that had been arranged for 6th December with Stuart Hamilton and Selina McMoran has been postponed until 11th January. 

Chairman’s report:- .
The refurbishment of the entrance passageway, ante room and ladies and gents toilets has been carried out. Thanks to Colin, Stephen, David and his wife Kath for doing the painting. 
Secretary/Treasurer's report:-

Since our last meeting we have spent £1271.98 and received £1725.85 including £579.55 support grant from D&G Council for admin costs. Our current balance is £7950.24 but all the flooring in the entrance hall and toilets hasn’t been paid for yet. We expect the total for those refurbishments will cost in the region of £2000.00.

I have received the renewal for the hall insurance which has increased slightly since last year to £1340.80 from 23rd January 2018. Also, I’ve received a letter from Business Stream re water rates saying that from April 2018 the Scottish Government has said the most up to date rateable value is to be used to calculate water rates – the current RV used is £3450, the up to date RV will be £7100. 

Junction 21 update:-

On 18th December Colin, David and Maureen met with Oliver Mundell and his secretary, Jock Laidlaw from Autolink and two people from Transport Scotland. They drove through the Welcome Break Services and up the motorway to Junction 21. Transport Scotland agreed that something needs to be done about the exit off the slip road onto the B7076 and have agreed to consider taking some action perhaps to narrow the junction and look at the signs at the Services regarding the North and South direction signs. A copy of the petition has been given to Oliver Mundell and also photos of the exits all of which is to be passed to Transport Scotland. 

Welcome Break are responsible for all of their signage but Oliver said he would write to Welcome Break especially since they have not responded to Colin’s last letter. 

Any other business:-

The issue of potholes between Kirkpatrick Fleming and Chapel Cross was raised. There are many potholes on both sides of the road and also in the middle of the road. Potholes on this road were reported on 5th January, reference number 305590 allocated. Karen and Archie said they will follow it up. 
A report was made about a car that is parked outside the church for a week at a time. (Following on from that, the car was parked there when there was a funeral on 12th January and the hearse could not pull in and was double parked).

The state of Broadband in Kirkpatrick Fleming was raised. This had been reported previously to the Mundells at their surgery in the summer, BT Openreach had suggested that it should be reported to the Council or our MSP. The broadband speed is slower than it’s supposed to be, it was suggested that perhaps the exchange should be updated.
Some time ago the question of “Children at play” signs and a 20 mph speed limit in Grahamsfield and Burnholm Road should be considered by D&G Council but nothing more was heard, Karen said she will follow it up. 

The barriers at the level crossing at The Cove were down for 23 hours. There is a meeting about this on 10th January with David Morton, Karen will follow it up. It will be reported if the barriers are down for more than 20 minutes. There is no alternative access when the barriers are stuck down. The volume of traffic needs to be monitored. There is works traffic, residents, camp site traffic and farm traffic. A meeting is to be arranged with all concerned parties. 

The road up to Notwen House is in a poor state – D&G are responsible for that road up to the farm road. Colin agreed to check the road and report the potholes to the Council.

Some of the drains in Kirkpatrick Fleming are blocked, Karen said she is reporting them.
